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Poor student performance of PE courses and Early Warning & Counseling system

Physical Education Office at Chung Hua will make reasonable accommodations to assist qualified persons in achieving access to its programs in accordance with the PE regulations. The process for receiving accommodations begins with the student self-disclosing a disability, failing to earn the credits of the Physical Education courses, or with low attendance scores to provide the necessary supporting documentation to verify eligibility.
1. All of the students shall attend the PE class in person.  Any student who is physically disabled or suffers from any disease preventing him/her from any sports shall present the relevant certificate issued by a public hospital, and educational hospital, or a district hospital or above and register it with the Office of Physical Education for enrollment into the adapted PE program. Any student who cannot attend the PE class temporarily due to injury or sickness shall apply for a leave with the PE teacher with proof in advance. If students will be deemed absent without leave for 3 times, the instructor will communicate with them and assist them to return to the regular class.
2. The PE staff will make a list with low PE scores on Early Warning and Counseling System during the 2 weeks after the mid-term exam.
3. Students who would like to accommodate a disability or fail in the mid-term exam are encouraged to counsel with their mentors. Students with the mental disability are suggested to be transferred to the Counseling Center of Life Guidance Section and PE Office will fill in the Counseling Application Form for students. 
4. The PE Office will file the documentation which is considered confidential information after students counseling with the professional psychologist in the Counseling Center. The documentation will be filed in the Office of Academic Affairs during 2 weeks after the Final Exam.
5. The students’ counseling process may be recorded. If it is necessary, PE Office may inform the students’ parents or guardian of assisting the students with the school.
6. Upon being passed at the Academic Affairs Committee Meeting and approved by the president, these procedures were announced and implemented by Office of Academic Affairs. Any revision must follow the same procedures.
